Found and identified new ethical and sustainable suppliers for fabrics and trims and 
coordinated with vendors. Tracked social media insights and improved the company 
website and worked on social media marketing. Edited product imagery in Photoshop 
and designed graphics for Instagram stories using Figma.

Designed and engineered prints for wallpaper, home textiles, and apparel using Adobe 
Photoshop and Adobe Illustrator. Created and reviewed pitch sheets with call outs for 
colorways and placements.
